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Remote and rural communities
have some of the highest rates of
domestic and family violence in the
state, and victims can often feel
isolated from available services.

The Linking Communities Education Van is
a three year project that will bring domestic
violence education and support services to
communities in the Western Murrumbidgee
region.

Commencing in September 2017, the
Van will cover the 110,000km? Western
Murrumbidgee region.

The Van will visit festivals, shows, agricultural
days, and other major events in towns
including Hillston, Hay, West Wyalong,
Narrandera and Lockhart. When not
travelling, the Van will be based in Griffith

where it will provide education and resources.

The Linking Communities Education Van
will be a safe space for the provision of
information, support, and referrals.
